unique founders shape populations

bloodlines




bloodlines

start by defining as a herd of origin

then pulling together animals with grandparents in
common

the idea is to pull out animals that are related to one
another but not to others of the breed



bloodlines

ranimals that are unrelated to some other animals in the
breed, but closely related to otherso




bloodlines

not every animal will be solely of one bloodline
tracking these can be tough

designating bloodlines, then the proportion of those
bloodlines in different individuals can help

at something like 3/4 or 7/8 breeding, the animal is
essentially that bloodline



bloodline

lump or split?
no easy answer

bloodlines

no single rule will catch all bloodlines
Isolation for 5 to 7 generations generally works

most difficult for poultry or other species without
pedigrees



strategies

Identify animals that lack common ancestors

group together those that do

document the long-term history of the groups
analyze remaining animals for component breeding




strategies

from history, designate the founding sources

Include animals with 3/4 or 7/8 that breeding as of that
bloodline

this works well with landraces and small stock
